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BEFORE YOU BEGIN… 

 
The following fifty-two scripture verses accompany the weekly devotional verses from the CREATE IN ME A CLEAN HEART! DEVOTIONAL.  Hang each 
weekly verses in a place, or places, that you will see daily to serve as an aid in not only meditating on the verse, but also memorizing it as well.   
Meditate on the bible verse each day for a week as you work on getting things done in your home.  By meditating on each scripture and 
memorizing them, they will be kept not only on your mind, but in your heart as well, to help you through the difficult times of frustration and 
discouragement.   
 
SPECIAL NOTE:  When printing the posters, make sure your printer is set on one-sided printing.  If you plan on printing in color, then a white cardstock 
paper would be nice.  If you’d rather print in grayscale, using a bright cardstock might be nice and “stand out” better.  Covering the verses in 
contact paper (or having them laminated) could also serve as “flashcards” for you to be “quizzed” by your children and involve the entire family in 
memorizing the weekly verses or make wonderful handwriting verses for homeschooled children as well. 
 
You may also want to have the Create in Me a Clean Heart! Journal, where you can keep a record of your thoughts and feelings as well as your self-
evaluations and revelations about yourself and your heart throughout your 52-week experience through the Create in Me a Clean Heart! Devotional.  
Keeping a journal will enhance your walk with the Lord as you draw nearer to Him throughout this cleansing time and serve as a reminder of your 
struggles and triumphs.   
 
Remember, however you choose to use these verses (or the other items available) this entire process is about more than the end result of your 
home… it’s about the refining of your heart.
